Tracy Miller, Director of Community Development, stated that Dart Container is planning
an expansion of their print operation on the corner of Depot and Delhi NE Streets. The
DDA is currently exploring infrastructure and public improvements in the area as well.
The proposed DDA improvements could change the configuration of the Dart Container
property. Rather than require Dart Container to install sidewalks at the time of their
construction program it would be more appropriate to wait and see how the proposed
DDA project transpires. If the DDA project did not materialize the Township could, at any
time, request that Dart Container install the sidewalk at their expense. Ms. Miller stated
that Dart Container currently has a sidewalk postponement agreement which would be
amended to include this property.

Tracy Miller, Director of Community Development, stated that at the Planning
Commission meeting on September 10, 2007 a requested public hearing was held in
consideration of this special use permit. Three individuals attended and spoke at the
public hearing. The Planning Commission took into consideration the comments and
requested a couple of additional conditions be placed on the permit.

The property is zoned C-2 and because of that a special use permit is required for
servicing or repairing vehicles. The business would focus on the application of custom
paint and graphics to large power boats.

Trustee Sweet asked Ms. Miller why two of the Planning Commissioners voted against
this item. Ms. Miller stated that the members felt that Conditions No. 6 & 8 were already
zoning ordinance provisions and did not need to be duplicated in the permit.

Tracy Miller, Director of Community Development, stated this property was previously
zoned C-1. In 1998, the Township initiated a rezoning to change this property to C-2. In
2005, the zoning ordinance was amended to require a special use permit in the C-2
District for veterinary clinics and doggy day cares.

Holt Veterinary Clinic would like to add an addition to their building; however, because of
the size of the expansion the clinic would have to go through major site plan review.
Additionally, the use that has been on that property since 1978 is a legal hon-conforming
use because of the zoning and ordinance changes. In order to complete the expansion a
special use permit is required. Ms. Miller stated that there were no public comments
regarding this topic at the Planning Commission meeting.

Ms. Miller stated that at an upcoming Planning Commission meeting she will discuss
making a modification to the ordinance so that veterinary clinics do not require the same
level of scrutiny under the Special Use Permit provision.

Treasurer Ammon stated that September 14, 2007 was the due date for Summer Taxes.
His office collected $6,000,000 last month which brought the total up to $7,866,000 out
of $10,500,000 that was due.

TOWNSHIP MANAGER

VALHALLA PARK PLAYGROUND GRANT UPDATE

Mark Jenks, Director of Parks and Recreation, stated that on September 5, 2007 the
Parks Department received a letter from the Department of Natural Resources stating
that the Valhalla Park playground has been recommended for the $75,000 Land and
Water Conservation Fund. The Land and Water Conservation Fund will forward their
recommendation to the National Park Service for their review. The project is a $150,000
project, which $75,000 will come from Land and Conservation funds and $75,000 will
come from local match.

Mr. Jenks stated that currently monies have been raised by the Friends of Valhalla, the
movie series held at Veterans Memorial Gardens and an in-kind donation from Trustee
Sweet. Mr. Jenks stated that he has been in contact with Claudia DeSchaine, Grants
Manager from the Dart Foundation, in regards to foundation monies. A request was
submitted to the Foundation requesting $50,000. If the Township is successful with that
request it will have met its cash-in-hand match. A brochure will be mailed to local
businesses in hopes to generate monies as well.

COOK AND THORBURN/HANCOCK DRAIN

The Board reviewed a letter dated September 5, 2007 from the Department of Natural
Resources (ATTACHMENT XVI).

Twp. Mgr. Elsinga stated that the Township and the DDA hired Hubbell, Roth and Clark
(HRC) to do an evaluation of improvement options to address concerns relating to the
flows of the Cook and Thorburn and Hancock Drains into the Cedar Lake system. HRC
provided Twp. Mgr. Elsinga with a draft report which he has reviewed. Even though the
Department of Environmental Quality (DEQ) wants the drain replaced, it would not
necessarily resolve the old design. HRC will be meeting with the DEQ on Friday,
September 21, 2007, and has requested to highlight different points along with some
solutions that are reasonable both for the sake of Cedar Lake, the drains, Cedar Street,
etc. Twp. Mgr. Elsinga requested the HRC share the draft report with the DEQ unless
there were objections from the Board. No objections were raised.

LIMITED PUBLIC COMMENTS

Phillip Westmoreland, Orchard, Hiltz & McCliment, stated that they have been looking for
office space and have located an office in Delhi Township. Mr. Westmoreland invited the
Board to an open house to be held on October 6, 2007 from 9:00 a.m. to 12:00 p.m.
