Enclosed for your review and approval is an amendment for engineering services 
to our Cook and Thorburn Sanitary Sewer Replacement project in the amount of 
$20,000. 
 
The Cook and Thorburn storm sewer project, under the direction of the Ingham 
County Drain Commissioner, has required Delhi Township to be involved through 
the lowering of its sanitary sewer near Aurelius Road where it crosses the Cook 
and Thorburn drain.  Therefore, we entered into a contract with C2AE to design 
and oversee the lowering of our sanitary sewer. 
 
During this same storm sewer improvement project there are several areas 
where construction activities occur that are very near (along side or over) our 
existing interceptor sewers.  To that end, we have requested C2AE to provide 
additional construction observation services to insure the integrity of our sanitary 
sewer system is maintained during the construction process.  These services are 
performed based upon “time and material” costs they incur for their professional 
services. 
 
Based upon all the areas where the storm sewer improvements may influence 
the existing sanitary sewer C2AE estimates their cost of service to approach 
$20,000.  Therefore, I recommend approval of the amendment in the amount of

In 2005 the Fire Department purchased a Jaws of Life unit for the rescue truck to 
replace their old Jaws of Life equipment, which was over ten (10) years old at 
that time.  As the automobile industry changes so does their design and 
materials for new automobiles making it difficult for the current Jaws of Life unit 
to effectively and efficiently cut through the new material.   
 
The Fire Department is recommending we trade-in the hydraulic pump of the 
2005 Jaws of Life unit and purchase a larger hydraulic pump and cutter which will 
effectively aid the Fire Department in more efficient rescues of this nature.  
Therefore, I recommend the Board approve the upgrade of the Genesis Rescue

I have attached a copy of a bid that I have received for the upgrading of our 
existing extrication equipment.  We have found that our current equipment falls 
short of having the power to cut through newer automobile door and window 
posts due to a change in the manufacturing of the auto structures. 
 
Our current equipment was purchased in 2005, and at that time, was the newest 
and most up to date in equipment of this type.  As technology changes, the auto 
manufacturers find new metals and new methods by which to construct the autos 
to be safer.  In fact, they are now literally building a “roll cage” within the new 
autos to protect the occupants.  The downside of this new technology is the need 
to have equipment that will efficiently cut through this metal when needed. 
 
Our supplier, Rescue Resources, LLC is allowing a $1,850 trade-in allowance on 
our existing pump.  The new equipment that is needed includes a larger hydraulic 
pump at a cost of $6,800, a larger cutter which provides 236,000 pounds of 
cutting force at a cost of $6,500 and a V-head for a prying ram at a cost of 
$375.00.  Total cost, minus the $1,850 trade allotment is $12,025. 
 
Funds are available in the FETA fund for this purchase.   
 
I appreciate your review and approval of this important purchase, and will be 
present at the Township Board meeting of 10/5/2010.

While there’s still a lot left for Leap to do, we’ve accomplished so much in the short time 

since our inception in 2007. Here are just a few examples: 

Bringing new businesses to region 

 Leap spearheaded the attraction effort that 
resulted in IBM bringing its first U.S. global 
delivery center for application services to 
MSU’s campus in June 2009—a move that’s 
expected to create 1,500 well-paying 
knowledge economy jobs here in the next 
five years while bolstering our region’s 
growing information technology sector.  

We manage 10 to 20 active attraction projects 
at any given time, which means we’re always 
working to bring new businesses to the 
region—especially ones that offer chances for 
diversification or add strength to our existing 
business sectors. We’ve woven together a 
seamless network of local providers and 
entities to make this process as efficient        
as possible. 

 Setting strategy 

 In November 2009, Leap released Greater 
Lansing Next: A Plan for Regional 
Prosperity, a 10-year strategic vision and 
plan for our region.  

Greater Lansing Next focuses on developing 
a future economy that is driven by creativity, 
science, technology, and an innovative 
mindset. It embraces and focuses on the 
importance of talent, regional collaboration, 
core assets, and the idea that we must offer 
the world a place that is unique, attractive, 
and diverse. 

 

Next also marks the first time in our region’s 
history that we have all come together across 
sectors—public, private, and non-profit—to 
work together to develop a comprehensive    
vision and plan for our future. 

Greater Lansing Next came from a yearlong 
study of the Greater Lansing region that was 
conducted by MSU’s Land Policy Institute 
(LPI) and funded in part by a grant from the 
W.K. Kellogg Foundation. During the study, 
LPI researchers compiled and analyzed 
economic trends from across the nation. They 
interviewed dozens of area business, 
governmental, institutional, and opinion 
leaders. They conducted a comprehensive 
asset assessment and analysis of our region, 
comparing it to more than 50 other regions 
across the country. They reviewed their 
findings in focus groups with area business, 
policy, and economic experts. 

The resulting document identifies seven 
priority strategies for action necessary for 
regional prosperity. They are: (1) Expand 
business assistance, acceleration, and 
attraction efforts, (2) Expand talent attraction 
and retention efforts, (3) Support 
placemaking improvements, (4) Enhance 
cultural and creative assets, (5) Improve first 
impressions, (6) Expand entrepreneurship 
and innovation efforts, and (7) Strengthen 
and expand our regional mission. 
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Growing Greater Lansing
Greater Lansing Next also identifies four key 
business clusters on which we’ll focus our 
greatest efforts. These clusters, which were 
selected based on their potential for 
substantial future growth and their ability to 
help diversify our region’s economic base, 
are: (1) Insurance and financial services,    
(2) Health care, (3) Life sciences and 
biomedical, and (4) Information technology. 

We’re well aware that hundreds of groups and 
individuals will need to work together to 
implement Greater Lansing Next. Toward 
that end, Leap and other service providers will 
continue to coordinate and expand existing 
efforts, strategically develop new services, and 
undertake a significant effort to disseminate 
information about what our region has to 
offer. This will enable us to help the Greater 
Lansing region’s existing businesses and 
maintain existing jobs, grow new jobs by 
accelerating business growth, and bring     
new businesses and jobs here. 

To ensure forward movement against Next 
goals, we’ll track and measure numerous key 
indicators against initial benchmarks, as well 
as against other regions.

Boosting emerging enterprises 

 Leap is smoothing the way for promising 
early-stage businesses by connecting them 
with everything they need to launch and build 
strong, sustainable companies here—local and 
global capital providers, best-in-class business 
service suppliers (like accountants, lawyers, 
and marketing experts), and customer-
acquisition training—all at reasonable rates 
negotiated especially for them.  

Leap launched its SpringBoard program in 
February 2009 to provide a seamless network 
of business support services to our local start-
ups and small companies. Since that time, 
we’ve seen the launch of the Technology 
Innovation Center in East Lansing, the coming 
together of MSU and East Lansing to build a 
robust ecosystem for entrepreneurs, and the 
recognition of our region by Entrepreneur  
magazine in October 2009 as a top 10 
destination for town and gown working 
together to drive entrepreneurial growth. 

We are now working tirelessly to expand and 
enhance these successes with efforts to round 
out a regional network of incubators and 
acceleration services, as well as with 
programs like Next Bright Idea 
(www.nextbrightidea.com) that celebrate 
the culture of new ideas and 
entrepreneurship. 

Helping existing businesses 

 Under Leap’s leadership, the Greater Lansing 
region became the first region in Michigan to 
unify its business retention efforts. This allows 
us to better provide companies with the tools 
they need to survive—and thrive—in a rapidly 
changing economy.  

Members of our regional business retention 
team (which includes local municipalities, the 
Michigan Economic Development 
Corporation, Capital Area Michigan Works, 
MSU, LCC, and other organizations) have 
visited hundreds of area businesses to help 
them remove any obstacles to their success. 
This team has also joined forces on a number 
of expansion efforts to grow our region’s 
existing companies, and on attraction    
efforts like the one that landed IBM.

This team is now working to create additional 
opportunities to connect with our region’s 
businesses and connect them with each other. 
A comprehensive guide to Greater Lansing 
business resources is in development and will 
be released in print and as an interactive Web 
interface later this year.

To get the brand off to a strong start and get 
people talking—positively—about our 
region, we partnered with the Lansing State 
Journal on a Takin’ it to the Streets campaign. 
During this campaign, we sent cameras into 
the community to collect people’s stories 
about what they love about Greater Lansing. 
We made the 600+ videos that resulted 
available on www.greaterlansinglife.com, 
where they attracted more than 18,000 page 
views. 

We continued our brand promotion activities 
with billboards throughout Clinton, Eaton, 
and Ingham counties during the first half of 
2009. And in November 2009, we began 
showing a 60-second Greater Lansing 
regional brand video before the start of every 
movie in all area NCG Cinema theaters. With 
more than 2,000 showings a month at the 
theaters, this video will be seen more by than 
1.4 million people by the end of 2010.

Partnering with MSU 
 Leap supported MSU’s successful effort to 

attract the Facility for Rare Isotope Beams 
(FRIB), a $550 million nuclear research 
facility funded by the U.S. Department of 
Energy. The FRIB is expected to bring $1 
billion in economic activity—and 400 jobs—
to the state in the next 10 years. It will also 
keep MSU’s nuclear research program—
currently ranked second only to MIT’s—
among the nation’s leading programs.  

 We lead ongoing efforts to better connect the 
university and the community—efforts that, to 
date, have resulted in MSU opening an off-
campus Business Connect office to provide 
area businesses with easier access to its 
resources and moving its technology transfer 
office into the community.  

To symbolize these strengthened connections 
between campus and community, we helped 
hang MSU banners along 
Michigan Avenue 
between MSU’s 
campus and the state 
capitol in fall 2008. 
Doing this required 
the cooperation of 
three separate 
municipalities, as 
well as the help of a 
number of local 
companies and 

community organizations. 

 We joined forces with MSU and Prima Civitas 
Foundation to create a Community Builders 
program to recognize the many local 
companies and community organizations that 
are connecting with the university to catalyze 
economic development here. (You can read 
more about this terrific program at 
www.msucommunitybuilders.com.) 

Working to keep local talent local 
 Leap sparked participation in MSU’s Earn, 

Learn & Intern career fairs. Designed to 
ensure that local college students know about 
the wealth of job and internship opportunities 
available to them in our region, the fairs have 
been an overwhelming success. One 
hundred and twenty-eight businesses 
participated in 2009—an increase of nearly 
400% from 2007. Student involvement has 
also skyrocketed, with 1,000+ students from 
MSU and other area colleges and universities 
attending the 2009 event. 

 We increased the number of local businesses 
advertising in MSU’s Career Passport—an 
award-winning publication that provides 
more than 22,000 students each year with 
information about job hunting and finding  
the right career.  

While few had advertised in the past, Greater 
Lansing region businesses comprised fully a 
third of those advertising in the 2008-2009 
publication—showcasing the abundance of 
available jobs here. To further highlight this 
point, all of the ads included the Greater 
Lansing brand logo.

Since its 2007 launch, Capital Gains has run 
more than 1,400 stories highlighting the 
people, places and businesses that are 
moving the Greater Lansing region 
forward.  

And people are reading them—the Web site 
gets more than 50,000 unique visitors each 
month, and some 33,000 people subscribe   
to Capital Gains’ weekly e-magazine. 

Changing conversations 
 We’ve been working hard to change people’s 

conversations about our region. Toward that 
end, Leap was a founding sponsor of—and 
remains a regular contributor to—Capital 
Gains, an online magazine and Web site 
(www.capitalgainmedia.com) that 
provides a wealth of positive news related to 
the growth and investments transforming  
the Greater Lansing region. 

We’ve also created a regional collaboration 
team that includes more than 30 people who 
represent our region’s private- and public-
sector employers. They meet regularly to 
explore ways to work together more 
effectively using tools like a metropolitan 
council as a framework through which we   
can coordinate and consolidate    
governmental services.

Enclosed for your review and approval is Amendment No. 2 to Resolution No. 2009-
040 – FY 2010 General Fund Budget. 
 
Revenues are projected to increase by a total of $608,660 largely in part to moving 
the Community Development and Parks and Recreation Funds into the General 
Fund.  Other increases in revenue include a Federal Grant of $112,840 for the 
energy grant, an increase in motor vehicle fines of $20,000 and an increase in cable 
and AT&T franchise fees totaling $16,900.  Decreases in revenue include a 
decrease in property taxes and interest totaling $29,000, a decrease in State 
Revenue Sharing totaling $18,400, a decrease in Fire Department fees of $25,000, a 
decrease in ambulance fees of $50,000 and a decrease in Tri-County Metro 
reimbursement of $42,000.   
 
Changes in expenditures by department include a decrease in Legislative of $60, a 
decrease in the Manager’s Office of $1,090, a decrease in Accounting of $2,400, a 
decrease in the Clerk’s Office of $11,880, a decrease in Information Technology of 
$22,900, a decrease in the Treasurer’s Office of $4,970, a decrease in Assessing of 
$6,180, a decrease in Elections of $21,450, an increase in Buildings & Grounds of 
$108,890 which is reimbursable by the energy grant, a decrease in Cemetery of 
$1,790, a decrease in Police of $31,600, a decrease in the Fire Department of 
$27,210, an increase in Infrastructure of $34,700 due to increased streetlight rates, 
and a decrease in Other Functions of $856,090 as a result of Community 
Development and Parks and Recreation being moved to the General Fund.  The 
Community Development Fund shows an increase of $595,760, the Parks 
Administration fund an increase of $217,500, the Parks fund an increase of 
$358,240, the Recreation fund an increase of $191,190 and the Parks Debt Service 
an increase of $44,440 simply because these departments were previously 
enterprise funds and have now been moved into the General Fund so it shows as an 
increase when it’s really a move from one fund to another. 
 
The results of these amendments would increase fund balance by $45,460, from 
$1,236,790 to $1,282,349.

2009-046 for the FY 2010 Sewer Fund Budget. 
 
Revenues are projected to decrease by $4,750 while expenditures are projected 
to increase a total of $460,600. 
 
Some changes in expenditures include a decrease in unemployment 
reimbursement ($10,000), a decrease in insurance and bonds ($7,200), a 
decrease in gasoline ($4,050), a decrease in education and training ($6,500) a 
decrease in replacement fund for delaying outbuilding roof repairs ($50,000) and 
a decrease in Lift Station D improvements ($558,200) due to construction being 
delayed until 2011.  Increases in expenditures include part-time help ($3,460), 
overtime ($6,630), treatment chemicals ($4,050), off-site lab testing ($14,500) for 
the new digesters, building maintenance ($15,580) for roof repairs, capital outlay 
($5,350), Lift Station D engineering ($761,810) which is reimbursable under the 
SRF loan if we choose, Cook & Thorburn engineering ($12,530), digester 
improvements ($250,000) and Section 25 sanitary sewer ($20,000).

Changes to revenue are estimated to increase by $2,456,200.  This net increase 
is primarily from the $2,540,000 refinancing bond proceeds (which will be used to 
pay off two bonds at higher interest rates and longer terms) and a decrease of 
$61,000 in taxes collected. 
 
Changes in expenses result in a net increase of $2,181,190 which primarily 
includes $2,513,200 to pay off the two bonds plus $68,000 in costs associated 
with the refinancing of these bonds, a decrease in DDA Administration of 
$11,570, an increase in Marketing of $20,000, a decrease in the Community 
Rehabilitation Program of $80,000, a decrease in Infrastructure Projects of 
$258,000, and a decrease in Other Functions of $17,350.   
 
These changes result in an increase of $275,010 to fund balance resulting in a 
change to fund balance from $448,869 to $723,879.

Enclosed for your review and consideration is Resolution No. 2010-017, which 
provides for the installation of one (1) 8,500 Lumen HPS streetlight at the new 
mid-block crossing on Willoughby Road. 
 
The Non-Motorized Transportation Path extends from Holt Road through Valhalla 
Park and Maple Ridge Cemetery and currently ends at Willoughby Road across 
from several existing neighborhoods.  The Ingham County Road Commission 
has constructed a mid-block crossing on Willoughby Road to enable neighboring 
residents a safe way to cross Willoughby Road to utilize the non-motorized 
pathway.  In conjunction with the mid-block crossing the Road Commission has 
requested the Township install a streetlight at this location for better visibility 
during low-light times.  The DDA has agreed to pay for the installation of the new 
streetlight which will then be added to the Township’s at-large streetlight district 
at a current cost of $150.36 per year.  Therefore, I recommend the Township 
approve Resolution No. 2010-017 to install a streetlight at the mid-block crossing 
on Willoughby Road.

Energy.  It is for the installation of a standard cobra-head streetlight above the newly completed 
mid-block crossing on Willoughby Road.  The crossing is a part of the expansion program for 
the trail system and was installed by the DDA to provide access to the non-motorized pathway in 
Maple Ridge Cemetery (Valhalla Park) from the existing neighborhoods on the north side of 
Willoughby Road.  During the preconstruction phase of the project the Ingham County Road 
Commission required that a streetlight be installed near the crossing to ensure visibility of 
pedestrians during low-light times.  The DDA has agreed to provide cost coverage for the 
installation.   
 
Consumers Energy can not install the light until this authorization has been approved by the 
Township.

In most cases, Special Use Permits shall be assignable from one party to another, 
provided, however, that the site, location, and any other restrictions placed on the 
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original Special Use Permit do not change.  Assignability of said permit shall be subject 
to the following requirements and conditions: 
 
1. Prior to reassignment of the Special Use Permit to any owner, lessee, 

Occupant, or operator, the current permit holder shall notify the Delhi 
Township Zoning Administrator of his/her intention to assign the permit to 
a third party.

Section 8.1.3 1 b) Be designed, constructed, operated and maintained so as to be harmonious in 
appearance with the existing or intended character of the general vicinity and that such a use will 
not change the essential character of the area in which it is proposed. 
The intended character of the general vicinity of the area is somewhat varied.  However, due to 
investments by Orchid-Stealth, Total Firearms, Brady Equipment and Superior Saw, the overall 
appearance of the area is improving.  Therefore, it is important that this property be maintained in an 
attractive manner that will not be out of character with the surrounding properties.  The conditions listed in 
the SUP are intended to address this issue. 
 
Section 8.1.3 1 c) Not be hazardous or disturbing to existing or future uses in the same general 
vicinity and will be a substantial improvement to the property in the immediate vicinity and to the 
community as a whole. 
It is not anticipated that there would be any hazardous or disturbing conditions created for existing or 
future users in the area as a result of the outdoor storage on this site.  The installation of the visual 
screening between this property and the residential property to the west is anticipated to alleviate any 
potential disturbance to that property’s occupants. 
 
Section 8.1.3 1 d) Be served adequately by essential public services, such as highways, streets, 
police, fire protection, drainage structures, refuse disposal, water and sewage facilities, or 
schools. 
The site receives fire and police protection from Delhi Charter Township.  All of the existing utilities 
currently serve the site and have adequate capacity to serve the proposed use. 
 
Section 8.1.3 1 e) Not involve uses, activities, processes, materials and equipment or conditions 
of operation that will be detrimental to any person, property or general welfare by reason of 
excess production of traffic, noise, smoke, fumes, glare or odors. 
These impacts are not expected to be associated with the use of this property as a Contractor’s Office. 
 
Section 8.1.3 1 f) Be consistent with the intent and purposes of the zoning district in which it is 
proposed to locate such use. 
Contactor’s Offices are permitted with a SUP in the A-1: Agricultural district.  These types of offices are 
expected to have some vehicles and equipment associated with them.   However, the ZO states that the 
use is an “office” use, not an opportunity for outdoor storage, materials storage yards or other similar 
uses.  Therefore, the conditions included in the SUP relative to vehicle and equipment parking and 
storage are relevant to ensuring that the intent of the zoning district is realized. 
 
Section 8.1.3 1 g) Be designed to protect natural resources, the health, safety, welfare, and social 
and economic well-being of those who will use the land use or activity, and the community as a 
whole. 
The SUP conditions included in the recommendation for approval are anticipated to help achieve these 
goals. 
 
Section 8.1.3 1 h) Be related to the valid exercise of the police power and purposes which are 
affected by imposed use of activity. 
The requirement for an SUP for a Contractor’s Office in the A-1: Agricultural district is a reasonable and

PROPOSED USE:   
The applicant has requested a Special Use Permit (SUP) to allow the operation of a 
Contractor’s Office pursuant to Section 5.21.4(19) of the Zoning Ordinance (ZO).  This 
section reads as follows:  Contractor’s Offices: Provided there is no retail business on the 
site and equipment is kept within a building. 
 
DESCRIPTION:
The applicant, Mr. Michael Phelps, is also the property owner (although it is held by a LLC).  
Mr. Phelps also owns EDT Contracting, Inc. which is a contracting company providing 
electrical, data and telecommunications installations and service.  The Township became 
aware of the business while conducting enforcement work resulting from a complaint.  Mr. 
Phelps explained that he was not aware of the need for the SUP and quickly submitted an 
application to rectify the oversight. 
 
The applicant is aware that no materials or equipment, other than that which is licensed for 
“over the road use” such as pick-up trucks or vans, may be stored outside.  The use of the 
site as a contractor’s office is not expected to cause any problems for adjacent properties or 
users. 
     
RECOMMENDATION
Staff recommends approval of the requested SUP 10-264 to permit the operation of a 
Contractor’s Office in the A-1: Agricultural zoning district with the following conditions: 

1. Any future construction activities must comply with the requirements of Section 3.3 
“Site Plan Review” of the ZO. 

• The applicant has indicated that he may construct a storage building on the 
property in the future.  This condition is intended to simply remind the applicant 
that Section 3.3 of the ZO will apply. 

2. No retail sales activity is permitted. 
• This is stipulated by Section 5.21.4(19). 

3. All equipment and materials must be kept inside a fully enclosed building.   
• This is stipulated by Section 5.21.4(19). 

4. Only passenger vehicles and standard utility trailers/vehicles licensed for over the 
road use are permitted to be parked outside of a fully enclosed building.  The parking 
of semi-trailers is not permitted.  All parking shall only occur only on hard-surfaced 
areas and comply with the requirements of Section 7.1.13 of the Zoning Ordinance. 

• The owner is currently utilizing a semi-trailer as a quasi-storage building.  The 
trailer is parked to the rear of the existing home, but is visible from Cedar 
Street and from the backyard/back windows of the residential A-1 property to 
west of the site.

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CONSIDERATIONS: 
 
1. Master Plan: 

The 2007 Master Plan (MP) and its Future Land Use Map its (FLUM) show the 
subject parcel developing with office land uses which is typically implemented 
using the C-1 zoning district.  The MP also addresses this area specifically on 
page 70 while describing the office/commercial land use category and designates 
this area as a focus for this type of development.  Based on this information, staff 
believes that the requested rezoning conforms to the Master Plan, in that it is 
consistent with stated goals and policies concerning the implementation of low-
impact (C-1) commercial land uses on the applicant’s property.   
 

2. Current Allowable Land Uses:  
Principal uses permitted under the existing A-1: Agricultural zoning include the 
following uses: 
 
a. By Right: Single-family dwellings, agricultural operations, conservation 

areas and similar. 
 
b. Under Special Conditions: Cemeteries, roadside stands, railroad right-of-

way, duplexes, funeral homes and supplementary uses. 
 
c. Special Use Permit: Public recreation/playgrounds, greenhouses/nursery 

operations, riding stables, livestock auctions, hunting preserves, veterinary 
hospitals, seasonal labor complexes, sawmills, sod farms, grain 
elevators/similar, private recreation areas, golf courses, country clubs, 
gravel pits, underground housing and similar. 

 
3. Proposed Allowable Land Uses: 

Principal uses permitted under the C-1: Low-Impact Commercial district includes 
the following uses permitted: 
 
a. By Right: Professional offices, other offices. 
 
b. Special Conditions: Educational, social and religious institutions, funeral 

homes, vet clinics, etc. 
 

c. Special Use Permit:  Beauty shops, banks, laboratories, vet clinics with 
outdoor pet areas, retail, and restaurants. 

 
ANALYSIS: 
There are several criteria that may be analyzed by the Planning Commission in 
consideration of a change in zoning for a property.  These include: 
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1. Consistency with the goals, policies and the Master Plan and its Future 
Land Use Map (FLUM), including any sub-area, corridor, or related planning 
studies.  If conditions have changed since the Plan was adopted, the 
consistency with recent development trends in the area.   

 
See discussion under “Considerations #1” above. 

 
2. Compatibility of the site's physical, geological, hydrological and other 

environmental features with potential impacts from all uses permitted in 
the proposed zoning district. 

 
The subject site does not have any features, as listed above, that would cause or 
anticipate any impact to or from any of the uses permitted in the C-1 district.   
 

3. The compatibility of all of the potential allowable uses in the proposed 
zoning district with surrounding land uses and zoning class in terms of 
suitability, environmental impacts, density, nature of use, infrastructure 
and potential influences on property values. 

 
The land uses permitted within the C-1 zoning district are consistent with the existing 
and anticipated land uses in the area.  The rezoning is not expected to have any 
negative affect on property values in the area. 
 

4. The availability and capacity of Township utilities and services sufficient to 
accommodate the uses permitted in the requested district without 
compromising the overall "health, safety and welfare" of the Township. 

 
Delhi Township currently provides sanitary sewer service, police protection and fire 
protection for the applicant’s site.  Additionally, water, electricity, gas, and telephone are 
available to the site.  All of the existing utilities and emergency services are adequate to 
handle the development of the applicant’s site. 
 

5. If a rezoning is appropriate, is the requested zoning district considered to 
be more appropriate from the Township's perspective than other possible 
zoning district? 

 
The proposed rezoning to C-1 is consistent with the Master Plan and its FLUM.  .  
 

6. The requested rezoning will not create an isolated and unplanned spot 
zone. 

 
The requested zoning is not considered a spot zoning nor unplanned because the 
Master Plan and the FLUM both support C-1 for the applicant’s site.  This zoning is 
consistent with existing and anticipated development in the area.  
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7. The property will conform to the requirements of the Zoning Ordinance 
with the requested zoning. 

 
The applicant’s site is currently developed with a single family residential house.  It is 
located approximately 45’ from the front property line.   It is anticipated that the house 
will meet required setbacks of the C-1 district. The house is currently vacant and as 
such, if the rezoning is approved, the use of the home for residential purposes in the 
future will not be permitted. The property owner/applicant is aware of this fact.  
 
The property itself exceeds the minimum lot size for C-1 and has more than adequate 
frontage.   
 
SUMMARY: 
The proposed rezoning is consistent with the goals and policies of the MP which 
support the C-1 zoning district on the applicant’s site.  The existing and anticipated 
future use of the property is for office and the C-1 zoning is consistent with the land use 
types that are expected to continue in the area.
